A bit about etiquette (especially when visiting a pub)
From: Watching the English – The Hidden Rules of English Behaviour by Kate Fox 

The pub is one of the few places in England where it is socially acceptable to strike up a conversation with a complete stranger. At the bar counter, normal rules of privacy and reserve are suspended and the English are granted temporary remission from their conventional social inhibitions. 

There is no waiter service in English pubs! The no-waiter-service system is designed to promote sociability. 

It is known that queuing is almost a national pastime for the English, who automatically arrange themselves into orderly lines at bus stops, shop counters, entrances, exits, etc. 

In a pub there is an invisible queue, and both the bar staff and the customers are aware of each person’s position in the queue. Everyone knows who is next and any obvious attempt to get serves off your turn will be ignored by bar staff and severely frowned upon by other customers. This is queue-jumping. 

The Pantomime rule is non-verbal communication in a pub. Bar staff do their best to ensure that everyone is served in proper turn. There is, however, a strict etiquette involved in attracting the attention of bar staff: this must be done without speaking. Try to make eye-contact with the barman (calling out to him is not permitted). You are allowed to tilt the empty glass and thereby let bar staff know you are waiting. It is permitted to perch one’s elbow on the bar with money or an empty glass in a raised hand, but not to raise one’s whole arm and wave the notes or glass around. 

Once eye-contact is made, the waiter responds with a smile or a nod. 

It is customary in England for just one or at the most two group members to go to the bar and order drinks for the group. This makes life easier for bar staff. 

The correct way to order a beer is “a pint of bitter (or lager), please”. The please is very important. 

It is also vital to say “thank you” or “thanks” or “cheers”. This rule applies not just in pubs, but when ordering or purchasing anything. 

The And-the-One-for-Yourself Rule is a rule of courtesy observed in a pub. It is not customary in English pubs to tip the publican (værtshusholder) or the bar staff who serve you. The usual practice is, instead, to buy them a drink. To give bar staff a tip would be an impolite reminder of their service role, whereas to offer a drink is to treat them as equals. The prescribed etiquette for offering a drink to bar staff is to say “And one for yourself?” or “And will you have one yourself?” at the end of an order. The offer must be clearly phrased as a question, not an instruction, and should be made discretely. If the offer is accepted, it is customary for the bar staff to say “Thanks, I’ll have a half [of whatever]” and add the price of their chosen drink to the total cost of the order. They will then state the new total clearly and thereby indirectly letting you know the price of the drink you have just bought them. 
The Rules of Round-buying 

Obeying the rules of round-buying is not just good manners, it is a sacred obligation. Failing to buy your round is not just a breach of drinking etiquette: it is heresy (kætteri). 

Round-buying, like queuing, is all about taking turns. 

The unwritten rules of round-buying are complicated and are as follows: 

· In any group of two or more people, one person must buy a round of drinks for the whole group. The expectation is that the other member or members of the group will each, in turn, buy a round of drinks. When each person has bought a round, the process begins again with the first person. 

· Unless the group is drinking at the bar counter, the person who buys the round must also act as a waiter (go to the bar, order the drinks, pay for them and carry them back to the table). If there are a lot of drinks, another member of the group will usually offer to help, but this is not compulsory. 

· One person may well end up buying two rounds during a session, while the other members of the group have only bought one round each. Over several sessions, rough equality is usually achieved, but it is extremely bad manners to appear overly concerned about this. 

· In fact, any sign of miserliness or reluctance to participate wholeheartedly in this ritual is frowned upon. For an English male, saying that someone doesn’t pay his round is a dire insult. Therefore it is important to always try to be among the earliest to say It’s my round. 

· On average, initiating round-buyers (those who regularly buy the first round) actually spend no more money in the long term than waiting round-buyers (those who do not offer a round until later in the session). In fact, the initiating round-buyer often end up better off than those who wait because their popularity and reputation for generosity means that others are inclined to be generous towards them. 

· One should never wait until all one’s companions’ glasses are empty before offering to buy the next round. The correct time to say It’s my round is when the majority of glasses are about three-quarters empty. This ensures that the flow of drinks is continuous. 

· It is acceptable occasionally to refuse a drink during the round-buying process, but this does not exempt you from the round-buying obligation. Even if you are buying less than others, you should buy your round. 
There are a few exceptions. 

· The number exception: in a very large group round-buying can be very expensive. In this case the large group divides into smaller sub-groups (this just happens). Alternatively,  you collect a small sum of money from each person to put into a kitty (fælles kasse). Only as a last resort, among students or others on very low income, will members of large groups agree to purchase drinks individually. 

· The couple exception: In some social groups couples are treated as one person for the purpose of round-buying, in that only the male half of the couple is expected to buy his round. This variation is rarely seen among young people. 

· The female exception: In mixed sex-groups they play along, but in all-female gatherings you see all sorts of odd variations and even outright flouting of the rules. Round-buying is not an issue for them.
